The Caroline Chisholm Education Foundation is an independent charitable trust, supported by Chisholm Institute of TAFE.  The Foundation has a focus on vocational and technical education and the acquisition of English language skills.  
Through the Foundation, Bev Marks Australia is funding a scholarship which will be made available specifically to a student undertaking studies in a TAFE course that reflects employment opportunities in their business.
Bev Marks Australia Scholarship eligibility
One (1) scholarship of $2,000 per annum is available to a student wishing to enrol in vocational studies in 2010.
The student must in general meet the following criteria:

· Individual or family adversity

· Excessive relocation or changes of school 

· Dislocation as a refugee

· Economic barriers to further study 
· Be attending a Chisholm Institute campus

· Be undertaking studies in Building & Construction (Furniture), Transport & Logistics, Retail or Business Administration

Applicants must be an Australian citizen or permanent resident or hold a permanent humanitarian visa.  Holders of a Low Income Card are encouraged to apply.

Funding is intended for:

· Tuition fees

· Materials fees, equipment, books

· Other specified study support
Selection of recipients

Applications will be assessed by a Selection Panel comprised of Chisholm Institute staff members representing various campuses and a range of courses.
The Panel will select the successful applicant and advise the Executive Officer of the Foundation in order to arrange endorsement of the two recommendations by the Board of Trustees.
