Rotary Club of Keilor Scholarship 
Guidelines 2010
1
Background 
After a presentation to the Rotary Club of Keilor members outlining the aims of the Foundation and the current educational scholarships on offer, a decision was made by the Club to partner with the Caroline Chisholm Education Foundation to award a scholarship to a student undertaking vocational studies at TAFE.  
2
Scholarship Funding
A $1,000 scholarship will be awarded to an eligible student undertaking vocational studies at TAFE.  The scholarship will commence in Semester 2, 2010.
3
Eligibility

Applications made on the Rotary Club of Keilor Scholarship Application Form, available on the Caroline Chisholm Education Foundation website at www.CarolineChisholm.org.au will be accepted from students who meet a number of the following criteria:

· Economic barriers to further study

· Individual or family adversity

· Excessive relocation or changes of school 

· Dislocation as a refugee
· Resident or attending a TAFE Institute in Keilor or in the surrounding area 
Holders of a Low Income Card are encouraged to apply.
Applicants must be an Australian citizen or permanent resident or hold a permanent humanitarian visa
NOTE:
It is strongly advised that applicants indicate clearly on the Application Form any disadvantages to further study, which may include current or lifetime experiences.

4
Process
4.1 Details of the Caroline Chisholm Education Foundation Rotary Club of Keilor Scholarship and an Application Form will be distributed to Kangan Institute and external agencies in Keilor and surrounding area
4.2 Students identified as meeting eligibility Guidelines will be encouraged to apply for a Caroline Chisholm Education Foundation Rotary Club of Keilor Scholarship.  Scholarship Guidelines are available on the Caroline Chisholm Education Foundation website at www.CarolineChisholm.org.au 
4.3 Applications must be sent to the Executive Officer of the Foundation by the closing date of 16 July 2010.  They will be referred to a Selection Panel for selection of an eligible recipient.  Following consideration of applications, a recommendation will be made to the Executive Officer of the Foundation who will arrange endorsement of the recommendation by the Board of Trustees 
4.4 The Rotary Club of Keilor will be notified of the successful applicant

4.5 The successful applicant will be advised immediately on completion of deliberations
4.6 When the successful applicant has been advised and has indicated a desire to accept the scholarship, any other applicants will then be advised that they were unsuccessful on this occasion 

5
Selection Criteria

There are five key selection criteria consistent with Policy CCEF/1 Grant Disbursement Principles of the Caroline Chisholm Education Foundation against which all applications will be assessed.  
Selection criteria should be fully addressed on the Caroline Chisholm Education Foundation Rotary Club of Keilor Scholarship Application Form with any supporting evidence attached.

5.1 Demonstrated hardship

This may be demonstrated by:
· possession of a Low Income Card
· evidence volunteered by the applicant

· evidence from teachers and/or School/Institute Student Support Services
5.2 Academic record

Any relevant School/Institute records should be attached to the Application Form

5.3 Commitment to study

A positive approach to studies should be demonstrated by providing:
· evidence of attendance, attitude, participation and approach to tasks
· details of determination to pursue studies in the face of adversity and challenge*
*High priority
5.4 Personal and other key attributes

An outline of personal qualities may include:

· interaction with and respect for peers and teachers

· effectiveness of interpersonal skills

· level of passion, interest, knowledge and openness towards educational opportunities 

· suitability for the chosen vocation 
· active participation in community activities, eg, involvement in clubs or community organisations such as sporting clubs, Amnesty International, Red Cross, local schools 
5.5 Personal growth

Details of personal growth should provide evidence of:
· determination to achieve personal potential

· self-motivation and self-direction to achieve career goals
· personal growth through learning 

6 Rotary Club of Keilor Scholarship conditions

It is expected that scholarship recipients throughout the year will:
· Comply with the Institute’s Student Code of Conduct

· Demonstrate adequate academic progress

· Provide information about academic progress as requested by the Foundation Executive Officer
· Attend a Rotary Club of Keilor meeting during the year as requested to give an update on progress with studies
Failure to comply during the progress of the scholarship could result in the termination of the scholarship.  
Withdrawal from the course will result in non-continuation of the scholarship and no further payments will be made.  
7 Distribution of Funds

After receiving funding from the Rotary Club of Keilor and confirmation of the scholarship recipient, arrangements will be made for the payment or reimbursement of fees by the Caroline Chisholm Education Foundation.
Any remainder of scholarship funds will be paid in instalments throughout the year.  Alternatively, if appropriate, arrangements may be made with the recipient for the purchase of books, materials or specific equipment required.
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
